COURSE SYLLABUS

I. Expected Behaviors

C. Each student is expected to keep a 3-ring binder or a folder with loose-leaf paper and dividers in which he/she will retain all notes, handouts, assignments, quizzes, test, a piccionario or vocabulary list.  Retain your quizzes and tests – those .5s can add up at the end of the 9 weeks!!

Classroom Activities
· Self-Evaluation - filled out by each student twice each nine weeks.  This gives students an opportunity to evaluate themselves!  I will comment on the sheet and give you a participation grade (see sample on website). 
· Each Friday, during the first nine weeks students will select an article written in Spanish from a Scholastic Magazine.  They will keep a Reading Log and will be called on randomly to share what they have read.
A. Unannounced quizzes.  (This enables me to know that you have full command of the language.)  If a student misses a quiz due to an absence, that student must make it up the same day that they return since some quizzes are unannounced.  If you fail to make up a quiz, I will average those you have taken.
B. Projects and orals.
C. Homework is due at the beginning of class.  Class work is due before the end of class.  Points will be deducted for partial class work and homework.

D. Make-up work policy:  All students will be held accountable for learning that took place during an absence.  Work must be made up within 3 days of an absence.

COURSE DESCRIPTION:  The objective of this honors course is to improve communication skills in the area of listening, speaking, reading, and writing in everyday situations, and to develop an understanding and appreciation of the customs and cultures of Spanish speaking people.  Experiences with Spanish literature are broadened. Sophisticated grammatical concepts will be learned along with a review of previously studied topics.  Students will be expected to produce both spoken and written language.

1. Engage in conversation in Spanish to express feelings and ideas and exchange opinions.

2. Demonstrate understanding of spoken and written Spanish on a variety of topics.

4. Demonstrate understanding of social interaction patterns within Spanish cultures(s) through participation in cultural activities.

5. Apply knowledge of Spanish language and culture(s) to further knowledge of other disciplines.

6. Acquire information and perspectives that are available only through the Spanish language and within the Spanish culture.

7. Recognize that languages have different patterns of communication and cultures have different patterns of interaction and apply this knowledge to his or her respective culture.
8. Analyze and use different patterns of communication and social interaction appropriate to the setting.

9. Use Spanish within and beyond the school setting.
