B. Each student is expected to keep a 3-ring binder or a folder with loose-leaf paper and dividers in which he/she will retain all notes, handouts, assignments, quizzes, test, a vocabulary list.  Retain your quizzes and tests – those .5s can add up at the end of the 9 weeks!!
C. Students will go once a week to GBES to teach Spanish to select 5th graders.

E. Practice vocabulary outside of class which you haven’t mastered in class.  Watch Spanish movies or listen to Spanish music.

IV. Grading – nine weeks

8. Use Spanish within and beyond the school setting.
